Treasury Committee Inquiry on the Future of Cheques

The Commons Treasury Select Committee has reopened an inquiry on the future of cheques given continuing public concern about possible moves to phase out this method of payment by 2018.

Attached for your information is a letter to the inquiry reiterating the concerns of the CWU regarding the UK Payment Council’s plans to end the use of cheques.  The CWU also made a similar response to the initial enquiry which took place last year.
The CWU represents 300 people employed by Intelligent Processing Solutions Ltd (iPSL), a joint venture between Unisys, Barclays, HSBC and Lloyd TSB and the leading cheque-clearing operator in the UK.   We therefore have a strong interest in this issue and our letter of submission gives a number of reasons why setting a time limit on the lifetime of the cheque is both unnecessary and ill advised.
